Commencing at Route 612 (Yates Ford Rd), crossing ofBull Run southward along Bull Run to 
the juncture with Occoquan River, then southwest along the Occoquan River to the juncture of 
Broad Run and Cedar Run, then southwest on Cedar Run to the southwest boundary ofPrince 
William County. Southeast along the Prince William County line to the Potomac River at USMC 
Quantico. Northeast along the Potomac River into Gunston Cove and Pohick Creek to Route 
611 (Old Colchester Rd), north to Route 1 and south to Pohick Rd (Routes 638 & 641).
